Turkey hunters must judge the relative age of male turkeys they harvest and must be able to tell 
the difference between jakes (sub-adult turkeys almost 1 year old) and adult gobblers (2 years old 
or older). 

The bag limit of wild turkeys during the spring season may include no more than one jake 
statewide. A hunter who has killed a jake for his first turkey must be able to positively identify the 
second bird in the field before pulling the trigger to be certain that it is an adult gobbler. Under 
field conditions, noting the length of the beard is probably the easiest characteristic to use in 
making this determination.

An adult gobbler is a male turkey with at 
least one of the following characteristics: 

1.  Wing feathers have white barring all the way 
to the tip.

2.  The beard is longer than 6 inches.

3.  Tail feathers are the same length.

A jake is a sub-adult with all these 
characteristics: 

1.  Outermost wing feathers lack white barring all 
the way to the tip.

2.  The beard is 6 inches or shorter.

3.  The central tail feathers are longer than the 
rest.
